The newest addition 
to our programming is “Girls Moving On “that will be 
introduced to girls involved at the Attendance Centre. 
“Girls Moving On” is an intervention program designed 
specifically for girls and young women between the ages 
12-21, who are involved with the criminal justice system. 
The overarching goal of this program is to assist 
participants to mobilize and develop personal and social 
resources that mediate the impact of risk for future 
criminal behavior. The program is open-ended and can be 
offered on an individual and group basis.

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION  
 
 A non-residential community based (alternative to 
custody) program that teaches and guides youth in 
their rehabilitation by using cognitive based 
approach in programming. Attendance Centre 
provides highly structured and closely supervised 
programming that addresses the identified 
risk/needs of youth. Youth are referred to the 
Attendance Centre by their Probation Officer as a 
condition of their Probation Order. Programs can be  
offered on a one to one basis and/or as a group.  
    

Features: 
- Doors are open Monday to Saturday. 
- Programs are offered to referred youth only.  
- Staff work hard to establish therapeutic 

relationships with youth and connect them 
to positive resources in their community.    

- Nutritional snacks are available during 
programming.  

- The Attendance Program is always looking 
into the development and implementation of 
new programming to better serve our clients.
